them as part of a whole school strategy.

3. Balancing whole school strategies with targeted interventions to ensure that

all learners entitled to free school meals benefit as individuals, whilst the

whole school also develops its ability to support every learner to achieve

their full potential.
In 2018 /19  Brynteg C P School was allocated a total Pupil Deprivation Grant of £56,750
Brynteg C P School has a comprehensive plan, agreed and monitored by GwE and

Wrexham Local authority, to promote high expectations attainment and progress and

to remove barriers to learning for pupils entitled to this funding.

We have used the funding available to fund:
	An additional key stage 2 teacher working afternoons. (This will enable us to maintain single year groups which would have been mixed in afternoons sessions)
The three large mixed age classes to be organised into four smaller single age classes for all subjects all day.
The smaller classes will enable the teachers of each KS2 class more flexible choices for organising learners combined with an increase in the quality and quantity of feedback pupils receive which is specific, clear and accurate. (Sutton Toolkit)

Every child will be individually tracked and support provided for all pupils.
